Last week I wrote about the school and some 

changes—updated bathrooms and the leadership.  Well, 
this week I want to make reference to another change of 
sorts.

As you may recall 
she suffered a massive heart attack here in the rectory on 
August 11th and sadly never recovered from it.  God had 
other plans for her so it seemed.  She is still missed a year 
later.  May she rest in God’s peace. 
 Our office staff, good as they are, struggled a bit 
with Eleanor’s absence.  Suddenly our three person staff 
became two.  Jane Jessey and a handful of other 
parishioners volunteered to answer the door and phones.  
Weeks later, in between jobs and with a financial 
background, Anne Marie Hohman agreed to volunteer on a 
daily basis.  She was a tremendous help.  We did 
eventually add her to the payroll, of course it was only 
temporary until her permanent position opened up.  We 
were then able to hire Melissa Dupuy to take Eleanor’s 
position.  We also had the temporary assistance of 
Stephanie McAdams who was awaiting the birth of her 
baby.  Stephanie left us in May when Grace was born.  In 
the meantime Anne Marie decided on a career change.  
She as is the case of most Catholic school teachers (and 
rectory employees) decided to give her time to God in this 
way.  She was hired by Queen of Apostles School.  In the 
interim she agreed to spend the summer here and again 
help us out.  The problem is that with Eleanor gone some 
things got put off and we are only now catching up. 

I tell this long story for two reasons.  One is to 
thank Stephanie and Anne Marie for all they have done for 
St. Mary’s.  They truly were a tremendous help.  We wish 
Stephanie well as she and her husband raise their little 
girl.  We also wish Anne Marie well as she begins this new 
teaching career.  The second reason is to thank Melissa 
for all she has done since she’s arrived here.  It is also to 
thank in a big way two other individuals who have been a 
constant here in the rectory office for years.  Any one who 
has come to the door has probably met Naomi Roberts.  
She is unbelievable.  I’m not quite sure we could survive 
without her.  She has to be one of the kindest people on 
the face of this earth.  Another indispensable person in the 
office is Beth Copps.  She keeps all the sacramental 
records up to date along with countless other tasks.  
Someone has said a parish is only as good as the 
secretaries.  That may be a slight exaggeration, but it also 
may be true.  We are very blessed here at St. Mary’s to 
have these fine women. 

Currently there is one other woman who works in 
the rectory.  Ana Maria Herrera makes sure the sacristy, 
offices, and our rooms are cleaned.  She also maintains all 
the beautiful flower gardens around the church and 
rectory.  With our cook and laundress gone, Ana Maria has 
also done some of the laundry.  We are very grateful to her 
as well.  Which brings me to the closing point, we still have 
not hired a new cook.  That is in part my fault.  I haven’t 
pursued the matter as aggressively as I should have.  We 
priests are extremely appreciative of all those who have 
made wonderful meals for us.  We’ve never eaten so well.  
A big thank you to all of you!  Paige Johnson who has 
coordinated the schedule is still doing so.  Being 
somewhat bold now, if you are interested in helping us 
with a meal, please call her at 703-704-5228.
