Last week we anticipated the beginning of another
Lent. This weekend we find ourselves in the midst of this
most penitential season of the Church year. Itis a time of
fasting, increased prayer, and almsgiving or works of
mercy. Lent, at least for me and hopefully for all of you, is
truly a beautiful time of the year. It is a stark reminder to
us of our own tentativeness on this earth. Again as last
year there will be no recessional hymn on Sundays after
Mass to maintain this starkness. This past Wednesday
when we were signed with ashes the priest said to us,
“Remember man thou are dust and unto dust thou shall
return.” These are very poignant words and ones to live
by, which is what Lent is all about and is why we fast, pray,
and give alms.

Last week | mentioned a couple of ideas that
might be helpful to make this Lent more of a grace-filled
experience. | also said | would offer a few more ideas this
week; of course they are only suggestions. My advice is to
try and do something, nothing overwhelming, but
something, from each of the three categories of Lenten
practices. It is good to fast, that is, give up something.
Jesus did nothing less Himself, especially when He gave
His very life for us on a cross. So we might consider, in
addition to the two days of fast and the required
abstinence, giving up something that would be meaningful
and a real sacrifice for us. For adults that might include
coffee, that glass of wine at dinner, evenings out,
television, or desserts or some other favorite food. For
children, fasting from sweets, computer games, use of an
I-pod, or movies (in the theater or on DVD) might be in
order. Self-denial really is part of the Christian discipline.

Increased prayer can be particularly efficacious.
Some ideas here might include availing ourselves to some
of the opportunities we offer on a regular basis here at St.
Mary’'s, such as adoration on Thursdays with the
concluding holy hour at 7:30 P.M. that evening. One First
Friday falls during this Lent. Attendance at Nocturnal
Adoration would be a great way to pray. During this Year
of the Eucharist our time before the Blessed Sacrament
takes on greater significance as the Holy Father has
announced that there is a plenary indulgence attached to
this activity. This means one is freed from all temporal
punishment due to sin (almost a “free ticket” to heaven) as
long as the other conditions are met. These include
confession and reception of Holy Communion within seven
days before or after the act, offering of prayers for the
pope, and complete detachment from sin. The indulgence
is also granted for attendance at Vespers (Evening Prayer)
which we do here each Sunday at 4:30 P.M., yet another
way to add prayer to our Lent. A daily Rosary, before the
weekday 8:00 A.M. Mass for instance, or going to Mass
during the week are also excellent means to increase our
prayer during this holy season. There are many other
ways we can also do so. It should be manageable and,
again, meaningful and perhaps family oriented if that is
fitting. Then there are the Stations of the Cross on Friday
evenings at 7:30. This is very appropriate for Lent as we
meditate on the mystery of Our Lord’s passion and death.
We will also have a meditative lecture series on the
theological and cardinal virtues in church on Tuesday
evenings starting February 22", This, it is hoped, would
also help our prayer life. | will discuss almsgiving next
week.
