GUEST COLUMN:

At the beginning of the Fifth Century there was
great confusion spread throughout the Church by
individuals teaching that Jesus was two persons and not
one person who was both human and Divine. This error,
known to history as Nestorianism, threatened the
understanding of the whole nature of Redemption.
According to the error, God does not really become one of
us to save us, but remains personally separate. If heeded,
this idea prevents Christians from realizing the full relation
they can have with God in Jesus Christ who is their brother
as well as their God. Many great theologians and doctors
of the Church worked to explain to Christians why this was
wrong and what it would mean for their lives, but their
efforts met mixed results. It was not until Nestorians
started preaching that Mary was not the Mother of God but
only of the “human Jesus” that people sat up and took
notice and realized that these people were not preaching
the real Jesus they knew. The faithful of Constantinople,
the great Imperial Capital of the East, swelled into the
streets in great numbers to protest the affront to the
Blessed Virgin Mary. In the wake of the groundswell the
Church met at the Council of Ephesus to remove all the
confusion about who Jesus is. The Church taught that
Jesus is one person not two, and they used Mary to do so.
The Council solemnly affirmed Mary as Mother of God
because she is mother of the one person, Jesus, who is
both God and man.

It has always been acknowledged by the Church
that Marian devotion saved the true faith from the fatal
error of Nestorianism and has ever since been looked
upon as the surest defense of faith in Christ. This is one of
the reasons why the Church has always affirmed devotion
to Mary, and why there can never be too much true
devotion to Mary. Mary always leads the Christian to her
Son.
