FROM           REEN TO           OLD 

 
In last week’s column I mentioned All Souls Day 

and the special Mass we had for the deceased of our 
parish.  The timeliness of this is significant in that 
November is the month the Church dedicates to those who 
have gone before us in faith but who still await the glory of 
heaven.  It is a doctrine of our Catholic Faith that there 
indeed is a place or state where souls reside until they are 
purified or purged of any imperfections.  This place or state 
we call purgatory.  Any soul here is assured of heaven and 
it is our prayers, those of us who remain here on earth, 
which are of benefit to them.  We should pray for the 
faithfully departed every day as we do at Mass, however, 
during the month of November we especially remember 
them. 

I have had conversations with people who 
seemingly do not believe in purgatory.  This is truly 
unfortunate, especially if their loved one is there for they 
may be denying them beneficial prayers.  It is actually out 
of God’s mercy that purgatory exists for most of us will not 
die in a perfect state.  We hopefully will die in the graces of 
God, again, assuring us the glory of heaven.  But we will 
need to be purged of those imperfections first and 
thankfully there is purgatory to rid us (or our deceased 
loved ones) of these imperfections.  How important then 
are our prayers. How important then is this month of 
November.  Please take time to pray for the dead. 

Praying for the dead is a work of mercy.  Of 
course the Church lists 13 other works of mercy.  One 
example of another work has been our efforts for St. Paul’s 
Church in Pass Christian, Mississippi.  I recently received 
a letter from Fr. Carver, the pastor of St. Paul’s.   I thought 
you might be interested in what he said, so here it is: 
 
Dear Fr. Kleinmann and parishioners of St. Mary’s,  
 I express my deepest gratitude to you for your 
outstanding kindness and generosity to the Catholic Faith 
Community of St. Paul in Pass Christian. I received your 
check in the amount of $19,000.00. You are outstanding in 
your concern and generosity to us. Both personally and on 
behalf of the People of God at St. Paul’s, I say thank you! 
 Your donation is being deposited to a St. Paul 
Parish Hurricane Relief Fund. We have many challenges 
facing us in the years ahead. Of the ten buildings located 
on our parish site, nine were completed destroyed. 
Because Hurricane Katrina was of catastrophic 
proportions, we are also facing a diocesan insurance 
shortage. Because of these reasons your super-kindness 
to us is even more deeply appreciated.  
 Seventy percent of the once beautiful town of 
Pass Christian has been obliterated. Of the 6000 citizens, 
only thirty percent are currently residing in town; the 
remainder are relocated to other cities. The first order of 
recovery, the massive clean up of debris removal, is yet 
accomplished. 
 However, there are signs of hope. Our state 
governor, Hailey Barbour, has been progressive and 
forward-thinking in his response to the catastrophe. He 
has assembled a world-class group of urban planners to 
work with local officials in the recovery effort. This has 
given the entire Gulf Coast area cause to hope and 
rejoice. 
 Now we start the process of planning for the 
future. Your concern, kindness, and your gifting to us 
make our future look bright. 
 Again, on behalf of the wonderful people of St. 
Paul Parish, thank you.
