 This time of year seems to be a period of transition.  
Job transfers and military changes of command often seem to 
occur as the season changes from spring to summer.  Priest 
transfers also are announced; actually this will happen next 
Saturday.  And of course another school year comes to an end 
with graduations, etc.  For these reasons then it is rather easy 
to say this time of year is a time for transition. 
 I know of at least two or three military families who 
have been quite active here at St. Mary’s who are moving on.  
They will be missed.  At this time I am not aware of any 
changes here in the rectory.  If I were I wouldn’t be allowed to 
say just yet, but I can say I have not heard anything. However, 
we do have one more week in this regard.  I do not anticipate 
any changes here, although I am sure there will be numerous 
changes throughout the diocese. 
 Close to home is the diocesan high school located 
within our parish boundaries, Bishop Ireton.  As you may have 
heard Fr. Hillyard, a “native son,” who has been principal and 
assistant principal for some time at BI, is leaving and will 
become rector of the cathedral in Camden, NJ.  Over the years 
he has helped here at St. Mary’s and at other area parishes.  
He has been here for numerous weddings and funerals, 
particularly since he grew up here and knows so many of the 
parish families.  In addition, his mother is a parishioner, so this 
is a major change.  He, too, will be missed, especially his 
gentle spirit, a charism of the Oblates of St. Francis de Sales of 
which Fr. Hillyard is a member.  That the Oblates are leaving 
Bishop Ireton High School all together is yet another major 
transition.  They are the founders of this high school and have 
served it well for so many years.  Unfortunately their numbers 
are dwindling and sadly there is no replacement for Fr. Hillyard.  
As a consequence the Oblates have decided to withdraw from 
BI.  The hope is that the legacy they leave will continue.  An 
interim principal has been appointed and hopefully there will be 
a priest presence there as the new year begins this fall that the 
Faith may continue to flourish there along with academic 
excellence.  We bid Fr. Hillyard goodbye and pray his new 
assignment which provides him the opportunity to exercise his 
priesthood in a different way will be spiritually fruitful for him 
and his new parishioners.   
 This past Friday another school year came to an end 
at St. Mary’s and last Monday night was eighth grade 
graduation.  We congratulate the 66 who received their 
diplomas and now move on to high school, the majority of 
whom will be attending Bishop Ireton.  It is always with mixed 
emotions that we bid farewell to our graduates.  Nonetheless, 
we wish them well and pray that they and all our students have 
a wonderful and relaxing summer.  We are also grateful to our 
teachers and staff who often sacrifice so much for our 
students.  In particular, we thank our new principal, Mrs. 
Cantwell. 
 One final transition I want to mention is the end of an 
“era” here at St. Mary’s.  Ten years ago Steve Crooker, also a 
native son and religion teacher at another diocesan high 
school, Bishop O’Connell, began leading a bible study group.  
Originally it was part of FOCUSSS, the parish’s young adult 
group at the time.  Steve has faithfully made this opportunity 
available to parishioners.  Over those years he estimates close 
to 500 people participated.  Recently he was appointed 
chairman of the religion department at Bishop O’Connell and 
with these added responsibilities he has decided to “retire” from 
the bible study group.  We thank him for his years of service to 
us and will pray for him.  We will now have to work on finding 
some kind of replacement group.  Please pray for that as well 
during this yearly “time of transition.”
