FROM GREEN TO GOLD 
 
  Last week I failed to wish all of our 
fathers a happy and blessed Father’s Day.  I apologize 
for this oversight.  As with our mothers, our fathers, 
grandfathers, great grandfathers, and godfathers 
certainly deserve our respect and love.  I assure you that 
you were prayed for last week, particularly that you can 
be true witnesses of Christ to your families, always a 
loving and supportive husband, and courageous guides 
and guardians of your children.  Belatedly, I hope it was 
a wonderful day. 
 Speaking of fathers, I wish to congratulate 
Father Chris Vaccaro, one of three new diocesan 
priests, on his ordination last Saturday, June 14th.  I have 
known Fr. Vaccaro and his family for years since my 
time at St. Michael’s.  He is an outstanding young man 
and by the grace of God will be an outstanding priest.  I 
ask for your prayers for all three of our new priests and 
for all of us priests, which leads to the primary topic of 
this column this week. 
 I mentioned last week that I am always open to 
comments about anything we do here at St. Mary’s or 
about me directly.  Recently a few of you have 
questioned all the pilgrimages the parish has sponsored 
and specifically my participation in them.  I do believe 
this is a valid issue and actually has been of some 
concern to me as well.  That is why I was somewhat 
hesitant about discussing the pilgrimage to Quebec in 
May.  The past twelve months have indeed been a time 
of pilgrimages.  There was the five day trip to Mexico in 
October, the eight day trip to Italy with our eighth 
graders in March, and the four day trip to Canada last 
month.  I agree that is a lot for an eight month period.  In 
addition there is also the future possibility of a France 
pilgrimage. 
 Perhaps I should tackle this subject first by 
explaining what a pilgrimage is and second by explaining 
my role in these.  A pilgrimage is not a vacation; rather it 
is a prayerful, spiritual journey.  Typically it involves 
travel to some place which could include a foreign 
country.  While there may be some wonderful 
restaurants and enjoyment along the way, the emphasis 
is on visiting shrines, spending time in prayer, attending 
daily Mass, and most importantly growing spiritually.  In 
regards to the four days in Canada, as an example, we 
visited ten shrines where I was able to offer Mass for the 
group at four of them.  As I tell our eighth graders these 
days spent away are meant to be enjoyable, also an 
opportunity to learn more about our Faith, but primarily a 
prayerful time to grow in holiness.  No doubt there is 
another nature connected to these which gives it the 
atmosphere of a vacation since it is a chance to “get 
away.”  I also realize not everyone can afford these trips 
as they are not inexpensive.  I further realize it is a 
tremendous opportunity for me personally, which may be 
the cause of concern for some. 
 I can promise you that I take very seriously my 
responsibilities here at St. Mary’s.  As a priest I should 
live a relatively simple lifestyle.  I must live a holy and 
prayerful existence.  I have responsibilities to all of you 
as your pastor.  It is my hope and prayer that I live up to 
these and fulfill my duties.  While I absolutely believe I 
could do better at all of this, I constantly strive to be a 
good pastor and an even better priest with the grace of 
God.  I owe you, the bishop, and God that.     To be
