FROM GREEN TO GOLD 
 
 I briefly mentioned this in my homily last week.  
Talk about this almost everywhere else has been any 
thing but brief.  Who knows where it will be by the time 
you read this column as it is written nearly a week in 
advance.  The topic I am referring to involves in part how 
this column started six years ago.  As you may recall, 
“From Green to Gold” refers both to two liturgical colors 
and the colors of my favorite football team, which recently 
has been in the news quite a bit because of its 
supposedly retired quarterback. 
 I think anyone who knows me realizes I have a 
great affinity for Brett Favre.  I appreciate tremendously 
his love of the game, his dedication to the team, his 
concern for the fans, his devotion to his family, his ability 
to overcome personal struggles, and that years ago he 
returned to his Catholic Faith.  As most know he had an 
almost unbelievable season last year when he took the 
Green Bay Packers to the conference championship 
game.  Nearly no one thought that was possible for the 
“aging” quarterback, which made his March 4th retirement 
announcement even more shocking.  But that was then.  
On July 4th (Brett seems to like the number “4,” which just 
happens to be his player number and was to be formally 
retired on September 8th) he announced that he was 
ready to return to the Packers.  This came after more 
than one discussion with Packer management in the 
interim whether he should return despite his announced 
retirement.  They were more than willing to have him 
back then.  Brett, however, said he was not fully 
committed, so the Packers moved on. 
 One now has to wonder what Brett is up to.  
Again, I love the man for all the above reasons and more.  
He always seemed to put the game and his team before 
himself.  What has happened in the past week and a half 
seems to be more about him.  He wants to play and 
probably still can.  There is a question of how good his 
replacement will be, but his word has to be worth 
something.  Until July 4th his word was he was retired.  
As Christians we believe in the power of the word, 
especially the Word, Jesus Christ.  Sports which has 
become part of the fabric of American life is still only 
sports, a means of entertainment, but can teach us great 
lessons.  The lesson here would seem to be “be true to 
your word” and above all be true to the Word, Jesus 
Christ.  He should be the focus of all we do, period! 
 Continuing the above theme but switching gears 
slightly, while summer is meant to be a more relaxed time 
of year, we can never take time off from being centered 
on Christ.  Sunday Mass is a year round obligation and 
necessity.  Also it seems during the summer it is a bit 
more difficult to get volunteers for some activities.  In 
addition regular volunteers may be on vacation leaving a 
hole in some of those activities.  One area where we are 
in desperate need is with ushering.  At a number of the 
Masses we are seriously understaffed.  If you are 
interested in helping please contact me.  Another 
request, if asked to bring up the gifts (wine and hosts) at 
Mass please consider saying yes.  We do try to get 
people who are properly dressed for Sunday Mass which 
should be the norm anyways, so even more importantly, 
please dress as if you were meeting a king, for you are!  
And this is no ordinary king, but the King of kings.
