FROM GREEN TO GOLD 
 
From Fr. De Celles: Fr. Kleinmann was on pilgrimage as of 
this writing, so once again  we put from Green to Gold on the 
shelf and return to From Black to Silver. I’m sure you all join me 
in rooting for my San Antonio Spurs as they advance in the 
playoffs to retake the NBA championship.  
 The last few weeks have been pretty hectic, with all the 
activity of Holy Week, Easter and Easter Break. Last Sunday 
we celebrated the culmination of the 8th day of the Octave of 
Easter—like Christmas, Easter is so wonderful that we 
celebrate it for 8 days. The 8th day is also known as “Divine 
Mercy Sunday,” and St. Mary’s remembered this with a very 
special and well-attended Holy Hour. Thanks to all who 
coordinated and served at the festivities.  
 But while the “Easter Octave” has ended, the “Season of 
Easter” continues for five more weeks. During that time we 
renew our vocation as Christians to proclaim the Gospel and 
the name of the Resurrected Jesus to the world.  
 Sadly, some Catholics seem to reject this vocation, some 
in extreme ways. In past columns and homilies Fr. Kleinmann 
has lamented the recent decision of the University of Notre 
Dame, to honor a certain “national political leader” (to use Fr. 
Kleinmann’s expression) at this year’s graduation ceremony, 
despite his status as the most pro-abortion politician of our 
times. But this week brings more sad news, as we hear that on 
April 14 Georgetown University (GU) hosted that same 
national leader to give a speech on the economy. While there 
is a clear distinction between GU’s providing a forum for an 
economic speech and Notre Dame’s explicit honoring of this 
pro-abortion politician, it seems a distinction without much of a 
difference. Nevertheless, the most appalling aspect of this 
incident was the fact that during the speech GU covered the 
sign that has hung above the stage for decades: the 
monogram “IHS”— an ancient and famous symbol of the 
name of “Jesus.” How can a Catholic institution ever hide the 
name of its Lord and God—especially during Easter Week? A 
few Scripture passages come to mind: “at the name of Jesus 
every knee must bend, in heaven and on earth and under the 
earth” (Phil. 2:9-10). And more to the point: “whoever denies 
me before men, I also will deny before my Father” (Mt. 10:33).  
 Of course, GU blamed the politician’s staff which 
requested GU “cover all of the …signage and symbols behind 
…stage.” Another verse comes to mind: “‘We gave you strict 
orders …to stop teaching in that name.…." But Peter and the 
apostles said in reply, ‘We must obey God rather than 
men’” (Acts 5:28-29). If it is true that the politician’s staff 
requested this, shame on them: “Congress shall make no law 
respecting an establishment of religion, or prohibiting the free 
exercise thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech…”  
 During this Easter season we need to reflect on what it 
means to fulfill the vocation given by the Risen Lord Himself to 
His Church: “Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, 
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of 
the Holy Spirit." And “the name…of the Son” is “Jesus.” 
 This is the vocation not just of priests, but of the laity as 
well. And this vocation is the very reason for the existence of 
Catholic universities, whether run by priests or laity. This 
Tuesday evening a local organization of Catholic laity, The 
Brent Society, will be exercising this vocation by presenting a 
talk here at St. Mary’s about the status of this vocation at 
Catholic Universities (see the announcement). I am honored to 
be the spiritual moderator of The Brent Society, and 
wholeheartedly invite you to attend this presentation.  
 Thanks to Fr. Kleinmann for allowing me to “sub” for him 
today. May the Lord Jesus Christ bless you and keep you 
strong in the faith in this Easter Season!
