FROM GREEN TO GOLD 
  
 The past few weeks have been very busy ones.  
Three weeks ago was Easter, of course.  The following 
Sunday was Divine Mercy Sunday.  We had five funerals over 
the next two weeks along with four weddings.  This is in 
addition to all of the usual happenings around the parish and 
school. 
 I have already commented on the Easter celebration 
which was beautiful by its very nature but with the help of many 
individuals, whom I have thanked over the past two weeks 
here in this column.  A special word of gratitude goes to Fr. 
Ruskamp who chanted the Exsultet at the Easter Vigil and for 
taking three straight Masses (7:00, 8:30, and 10:00 A.M.) on 
Divine Mercy Sunday, all before leaving for a week’s vacation.  
An even more special word of thanks then goes to Fr. De 
Celles.  As Fr. Jean-Claude returned to the Congo for two 
weeks after Easter and with Fr. Ruskamp away as well as me, 
Fr. De Celles was more or less left to fend for himself for part of 
the second week of Easter.  He had to coordinate the Divine 
Mercy devotion that afternoon, hear confessions, say Mass, 
baptize babies and make some sick calls.  He also had to 
make sure all Masses were covered for the next few days, in 
addition, to anointing a few parishioners who were dying.  This 
included one of our younger parishioners, Jeb Miller, God rest 
his soul, who had struggled with health issues all his young life.  
Father also made all the arrangements for this teenager’s 
funeral.  So again, I am profoundly appreciative for all Fr. De 
Celles did while I was gone. 
 As many of you know I was, as I have done for the 
past seven years, in Italy with our eighth graders as they made 
a pilgrimage to the Eternal City of Rome, to Assisi, Lanciano, 
Padua, and Venice.  We had a smaller group, only 23 this 
year.  As in years past it was a tremendously wonderful 
spiritual journey.  I am always impressed with the prayer lives 
of these 13 and 14 year olds.  They were classmates of Jeb 
Miller.  When we received word that he had died we were in 
Assisi.  I was quite amazed at their response, one which 
exemplified a keen understanding of what the Catholic 
perspective on death is. 
 This year’s pilgrimage was very similar to last year’s.  
We did not emphasize the sites of St. Paul as we did last year 
since it was the year dedicated to him.  The other major 
difference was the privilege of offering and participating in 
Mass in the very chapel where the Lanciano Eucharistic 
miracle took place.  We visited this holy place for the first time 
last year and I wrote about it a year ago.  I mentioned then how 
moving the shrine is, of how it elicits prayer and devotion.  We 
did not get into the chapel where the actual miracle occurred a 
year ago, so in some ways this may have been the highlight of 
this year’s trip.  We were blessed with great weather and got 
out before the volcanic eruption disrupted so many things. 
 On another note, I have heard that we are in 
desperate need of ushers, especially at some Masses.  Please 
contact me if you might be interested in serving the parish in 
this capacity.  Also this week our Sermon on the Mount series 
begins again.  As always it is on Tuesday evenings in the 
parish Lyceum starting at 7:30 P.M. with wine and cheese.  We 
have a couple of guest speakers.  Please see the enclosed 
flier for more details.  The next phase of our adult Bible study 
program begins this Saturday, also in the Lyceum, at 11:00 
A.M.  The topic, especially as our second graders prepare for 
First Holy Communion on May 8th when we will take a break 
from Bible study, will be on the Eucharist, particularly as it is 
unfolded for us in the 6th chapter of St. John’s Gospel.
