FROM GREEN TO GOLD 
  
 In previous weeks here I said I would discuss some 
additional transitions and last week I mentioned that I would 
soon talk about our Religious Education and Youth offices.   
Well, this week is part one of that discussion. 
 Six years ago Luis Brown began work here at St. 
Mary’s as our parish director of religious education and youth 
activities.  He was in charge of CCD and our parish 
sacramental preparation programs.  He coordinated the 
Sermon on the Mount series which serves as our adult 
education program and was then two years old.  He also 
coordinated the Advent and Lenten reflection series.  In 
addition he was responsible for the CYO (Catholic Youth 
Organization).  Right after arriving Luis took on the duty of 
handling the administrative functions of the RCIA program and 
usually taught three to five classes each year.  He also started 
a boys club and girls club.  Our CCD attendance grew under 
his leadership.  Nearly twice as many are now enrolled in this 
program.  Luis added other activities to the RCIA program 
such as an annual pilgrimage to the Shrine in Washington and 
an afternoon of prayer at the Franciscan Monastery and a 
morning of reflection here at the parish.  He enhanced other 
things as well.  Quite simply Luis was a real blessing to our 
parish.  His faith and dedication are outstanding.  He is also a 
great role model as a husband and father of three small 
children.  His service to God, to the Church, and to St. Mary’s 
was all notable.  His calm demeanor was infectious.  His 
concern for the people he served was inspirational. 
 Back in early April on Holy Saturday Luis informed me 
that he had accepted a position as an examiner (he is a man of 
many talents) at the U.S. Patent Office and would be moving to 
Philadelphia to be closer to his wife’s family.  To be honest that 
was some sad news for me and ultimately for the parish as 
well.  I’m certain it is good news, however, for Luis and his 
family.  He is officially done September 1st, although may be 
around for a little while after that date.  We will miss him.  We 
will also miss Carolyn, his wife, as she was very instrumental in 
starting the Walking With Purpose Bible study program for 
women.  She also had been a cantor here lending her beautiful 
voice to Masses, weddings, and funerals during their years 
here.  She’s also a great mother.  We wish them well and 
assure them of our prayers as we thank them for all they have 
done. 
 Erin McCafferty has been with us two years, serving 
as assistant DRE.  She helped with CCD and other religious 
education activities.  She had primary responsibility for young 
adult activities as well as Sermon on the Mount.  She also 
worked with our youth; although a year ago we also brought on 
part-time Beth White who has had a number of years serving 
as a youth director.  Erin was fresh out of college when she 
came to us and recently informed me that she wants to explore 
some other career opportunities unrelated to direct service to 
the Church.  Her youth and energy as well as her deep faith all 
helped make her a wonderful addition to St. Mary’s, one we 
now lose.  Erin will probably remain in the area and leaves us 
in early August.  We offer our prayers and gratitude to her. 
 Finally Beth also a few weeks ago told me she 
wanted to be a full time mother and would leave us as well.  As 
she is the mother of a very young daughter, I was very 
understanding of this, but also proposed that she remain with 
us on an even more part-time basis.  Beth, after consulting with 
her husband, agreed.  So while she reduces her hours, she is 
not leaving us, for which I am grateful.   (To be continued…)
